What Jesus Called Good News

« Mt 4:17 — Jesus began to tell people, "Turn to
God & change the way you think & act,
because the kingdom of heaven is near!"

« Mt 4:23 — Jesus went all over Galilee. He
taught in the synagogues & spread the Good
News of the kingdom. He also cured every
disease & sickness among the people.

 Lu 4:43 — But he said to them, "l have to tell the
Good News about the kingdom of God in other
cities also. That's what | was sent to do."




What Jesus Called Good News

« Mt 9:35 — Jesus went to all the towns &
villages. He taught in the synagogues & spread
the Good News of the kingdom. He also cured
every disease & sickness.

* Lu 8:1 — After this, Jesus traveled from one city
& village to another. He spread the Good News
about God’s kingdom.

« Mt 24:14 — "This Good News about the
kingdom will be spread throughout the world as
a testimony to all nations.




What Jesus Called Good News

* Ac 1:3 — After his death Jesus showed the
apostles a lot of convincing evidence that he
was alive. For 40 days he appeared to them &
talked with them about the kinadom of God.

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What Paul called Good News

Paul is a major New Testament writer & it is his
writings in particular that shape our under-
standing of what the Good News is. What does
Paul call the Good News?

* Acts 20:21, 24, 25, 28:23, 31




What Paul called Good News

* Ac 20:21 — | warned Jews & Greeks fo change
the way thev think & act & to believe in our Lord
Jesus.

* Ac 20:24 — But | don't place any value on my
own life. | want to finish the race I'm running. |
want to carry out the mission | received from
the Lord Jesus—the mission of testifying to the
Good News of God’s kindness.

* Ac 20:25 — Now | know that none of you whom |
told about the kinadom of God will see me
again.




What Paul called Good News

* Ac 28:23 — From morning until evening, Paul
was explaining the kingdom of God to them. He
was trying to convince them about Jesus from
Moses' Teachings & the Prophets.

* Ac 28:31 — He spread the message about
God’s kingdom & taught very boldly about the
Lord Jesus Christ.
