The Doctor of Ministry in Missional Ecclesiology 
program’s goal at SEATS is to develop leaders who can translate the Chris=an faith into local Asian 
contexts so that the deep cultural artefacts that exist in these contexts can also be impacted by the 
Good News of Jesus Christ. It is primarily for the con=nuing professional theological educa=on of senior 
ministry leaders in their pursuit of understanding and knowledge, in developing a missional, contextual, 
biblical, historical, philosophical, hermeneu=cal, cultural, and theological reflec=on for the next 
genera=on of ministry leaders of the church of Jesus Christ in the region. This degree is accredited by 
the Interna=onal Council for Higher Educa=on.  
Admission Requirements: 
A master’s degree. Students wishing to enrol in the SEATS DMin program must complete an 18-unit 
bridge program aMer their master’s degree, including a capstone project. AMer this, the required 
number of units for the DMin itself is 36 units. Students will also be required to complete a 
disserta=on.  
Significant ministry experience. SEATS students are generally ac=vely involved in ministry. That’s why we 
would like to hear a liRle bit about your ministry experience.  
A heart for transforma8onal church leadership. Since SEATS focusses on missional ecclesiology, we are 
looking for people whose true desire is not merely how to make church beRer, but to how to help the 
church engage with society. 
Applica=on Process: 
The SEATS applica=on process is three-fold: 
1. Applicants must submit an online applica=on/registra=on that includes a statement of purpose 

outlining their ministry goals. (Can be found here.)  
2. Applicants must also provide official academic transcripts. 
3. Once all the other requirements are complete, Applicants must par=cipate in an admissions 

interview either in person or via Zoom.

Financial Assistance: 
SEATS does not currently have a financial assistance program. Rather, students are encouraged to find 
their own sponsors. SEATS will issue a Confirma8on of Enrolment to help students with this process.  
DMin Program Requirements. There are two major requirements for successfully comple=ng the DMin 
program at SEATS: Course work and a project resul=ng in a Disserta=on.  
DMin Classes. Once fully enrolled in the program, students are required to take 36 units in order to 
complete the course requirements for the DMin. These units can be broken down into the following 
framework: 
Core Courses – 20 units 
DMin 303 Missional Ecclesiology 4 
DMin 309 Philosophical Hermeneu=cs 4 
DMin 313 Biblical Introduc=on to Intercultural Studies 4 
DMin 324 Theology of Evil 1: Philippine Evangelicalism & the Theology of Evil 4 
DMin 326 Theology and Culture 4 
Elec=ve Courses – 16 units  
Students may take eight (8) elec=ve courses.  16 
Research & Disserta=on – 12 units 
DMin 399 Disserta=on 1: Research & Wri=ng at the DMin level 3  
Disserta=on Wri=ng 9 
Total Units: 48 
DMin Disserta=on. Doctor of Ministry students, apart from their class requirements of 36 units, must 
prepare a wriRen disserta=on. This is a two-stage process. Disserta=ons are approved by the advisor 
and two readers before being presented to a panel of earned doctorate degrees. Once they have an 
approved disserta=on, they can begin research and wri=ng. Their final defence will be before a panel of 
SEATS faculty. Upon successfully defending their disserta=on, the students will be recommended to be 
awarded the Doctor of Ministry degree.  
Students have two op=ons when it comes to the DMin Disserta=on.  
Op=on 1: 80-pages, plus ten (10) vlogs of 10-minutes each.   
Op=on 2: 120-page minimum disserta=on with 100 reference Bibliography  
Gradua=on. Upon successful comple=on of all coursework and defense of their disserta=on, the 
students will join the gradua=on where they will be awarded the Doctor of Ministry degree.
